​after​ ​the​ ​Spanish​ ​Civil​ ​War.​ ​In​ ​France,​ ​she​ ​marries​ ​a​ ​Basque​ ​jazz​ ​trumpet​ ​player​ ​and​ ​move​ ​to​ ​Venezuela.​
​However,​​they​​eventually​​return​​to​​their​​homeland​​to​​fight​​against​​the​​dictatorship​​of​​Francisco​​Franco.​​The​​film​​is​
​based​​on​​the​​real​​life​​experiences​​of​​Karmele​​Urresti​​and​​Txomin​​Letamendi.​​The​​film​​will​​have​​English​​subtitles.​
